house use. The Air Head is a great addition to any professional haunted house or home haunt, and runs on
standard 110VAC power and compressed air. When triggered, The Air Head will pop up a prop.

CTE constructs products using high quality components and parts. The Air Head was designed and

built to last many years. All CTE products carry a one (1) warranty. The Air Head is equipped with a steel
frame, air cylinder, solenoid valve, regulator and speed controls.

The CTE Air Head is shipped assembled and ready to use. You will need to supply a standard air

compressor, 110VAC and prop. This section will guide you through a few simple steps to assist you in setting up
The Air Head. Please read all instructions before connecting air or power to this product. Please follow all
instructions. They are important to the safety of everyone.

1. Unpack product from the box.

2. Using the mounting holes located on the side of the frame, mount The Air Head to a stable surface. It is
extremely important that The Air Head be properly secured. If it not mounted properly, it will move each time
the unit is activated. If you have questions regarding how to properly secure this device please contact us.

3. Secure your prop of choice to The Air Head. If the prop is not properly secured, it can cause serious
damage or injury. Please insure that any lose parts on the prop are secured. CTE accepts no responsibility
for accidents caused by incorrect mounting.

4. Connect a female air fitting from your air compressor hose to the male fitting on the air regulator.

5. Power up your air compressor. Use the regulator on The Air Head to adjust the pressure. When using this
product for the first time, use low PSI setting. Increase PSI to achieve proper lifting. The heavier the prop,
the higher the pressure will need to be. CTE recommends 40-90 PSI. However, you can set the regulator to
the setting that works best for your application. The components used in The Air Head are rated for 100
PSI MAXIMUM. DO NOT EXCEED 100 PSI.

6. The Air Head is now ready for operation. To activate The Air Head, connect power cable into 110VAC.
When power is connected, The Air Head will activate immediately. To reset, disconnect power.

7. You may now adjust the speed if needed. The speed control valves are located where the air lines connect
into the air cylinder.

Slow Speed- turn the knob counter clockwise.

Increase Speed- turn the knob clockwise
